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Teasers and Ewe Cycling

The initiation of cycling in ewes is affected by a number of factors, including lati-
tude and decreasing day length. Due to our seasonal patterns, there is a lirhit to
the number of days that we can advance the mating season in Southland. The use
of teaser rams is one way to condense your lambing and achieve higher scgnning
percentages. The presence of a ram for just a few days can be enough to tfigger
a ewe to cycle provided they have been a minimum of 1 km from the ram fqr at

| east 3 weeks prior to exposure teo t

sponse to the stimulus, 50% will do so within 50 hours.
Correctly timing the use of teaser rams is important as simply exposing ewegto a
teaser will not improve conception rates. Rather, as the aim of teasers is tq ad-

vance the season, the teasing has to start before the start of the breeding sgason.
Teasers are used to make sure that all ewes are cycling, preferably in theif sec-
ond heat, by the time breeding rams go out. This ensures that the first Heat,

which is often silent, is completed prior to mating, thus improving conception

rates. Later use of teasers is not beneficial as no improvement in ovulation| rate
can be expected once ewes are in their third cycle. Teasers are usually put out 17
-21 days prior to the planned start of mating at ratios around 1:300. Most ;E/es
will have a silent heat-8 days after teaser introduction and a full heat 17 dys

after that.
A ram requires a vasectomy to become a teaser. These are easiest done &t the
Oliic gutesal be done on farm with a person to help hold the rams. Vasectopies
are a simple procedure and are done under local anaesthetic. Young rams are
easier to vasectomise and will have a longer life on the farm.

Campylobacter (Campy)

A live vaccine, need to take extra care with storage and handlir
Store in the fridge, shelf life of 10 days. Reconstituted packé
must be used in 2 hours, into muscle so a long needle is re;
quired, do not use meths on needles as it is a live vaccine.

Salmonella

administered at least-3 weeks prior to the danger period. Booster
animals annually prior to risk period.

The role of iodine in sheep is in the synthesis of the thyroid hqg
mones, thyroxine (T4) and tibdothyronine (T3). These are impor-
tant for energy metabolism and protein synthesis of cells. Thyr
hormones are also essential for development of foetal brain, he
lungs and wool follicles and multiple ovulation.

Problems can be avoided by supplementing with iodine; either in
ewes with Flexidine, 1.5ml into the muscle, one month before ma
or not less than two months before the start of lambing. Ewes can
drenched with 280mg potassium iodide three weeks before tupp
and then again eight and four weeks before lambing.

Faecal Egg Count Reduction Test (FECRT)

The faecal egg count reduction test (FECRT) provides an indispensable tool for investigating

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drench efficacy, and can be used to assess the effectiveness of a number of drenches on yoJr farm.

In summary the test compares paFench and postirench faecal egg counts (FEC) to determine
whether resistance of worm species exists to drenches of interest.

The test requires a group of approximately 100 lambs, divided into 6 groups so that 6 drenche
combination drenches can be tested. These lambs must accumulate an aversegt pEeC
greater than 500 eggs per gram for the test to be effective and thus are not to be drenched fo
period prior to the FECRT. Once such a worm burden is reached, lambs are accurately drenc

with their allocated product and a FEC is performedll®days later. A failure to reduce a FEC bl

95% or more is indicative of drench resistance.
